Invent a name for the cereal
that is related to the title of the book and sounds like a
cereal.Donotusethe exacttitleofthebook. Youmaywant
tolook at the attached page of real cereal boxes to get some
ideas.Choose ashapeforthecerealaswellascolors and
ingredients that all relate to the book.

For example, for The Cat in the Hat, you might invent a cereal called
Crunchy Cats, a toasted oat cereal in the shape of miniature hats.

BAckoFBox: Designagame thatisbasedonthestory.ltcan
be apuzzle, aword search, aword scramble, amaze, a
crossword puzzle, ahidden picturesillustration,oranyother
fun activity that might be found on the back of a cereal box.
Make sure it includes information from the book.

ToporFBox: Include the title, author, number of pages, and
number of stars you would give this book if you were a book
critic. The maximumnumberofstars wouldbe 5. Youcanuse
the template or create the top of the box yourself as long as
you include all of the things listed above.

PRrize: Cerealboxes oftenincludeaprize. Yourprize mustbe
something the main character could have usedin the book or
something that reminds you of the main character. You can
eveninclude apicture of the prize on thefrontofyourboxto
let the reader know what is inside the box.
